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Sec. 2-5-1

Board of Review.

(a)
Composition. The Board of Review shall consist of the Chairperson, Town Board Supervisors and Town Clerk.

(b)
Duties. The duties and functions of the Board of Review shall be as prescribed in Sections 70.46 and 70.47, Wis. Stats.

(c)
Meeting. The Board of Review shall meet annually at any time during the 30-day period beginning on the second Monday of May at the Town Hall of the Town of Madison, and notice of such meeting shall be published pursuant to the State Statutes. The Board, through its Clerk, shall establish its meeting hours pursuant to Sec. 70.47(3)(b), Wis. Stats. The Board may adjourn from day to day or from time to time, until such time as its business is completed, providing that adequate notice of each adjournment is so given.

(d)
Confidentiality of Income and Expenses Provided to Assessor for Assessment Purposes.

(1)
Adoption. This Subsection adopts by reference Sec. 70.47(7)(af), Wis. Stats. Income and expense information provided by a property owner to an assessor for the purposes of establishing the valuation for assessment purposes by the income method of valuation shall be confidential and not a public record open to inspection or copying under Sec. 19.35(1), Wis. Stats.

(2)
Exceptions. An officer may make disclosure of such information under the following circumstances:

a.
The assessor has access to such information in the performance of his/her duties;

b.
The Board of Review may review such information when needed, in its opinion, to decide upon a contested assessment;

c.
Another person or body has the right to review such information due to the intimate relationship to the duties of an office as set by law;

d.
The officer is complying with a court order;

e.
The person providing the income and expense information has contested the assessment level at either the Board of Review or by filing a claim for 

excessive assessment under Sec. 74.37, Wis. Stats., in which case the base records are open and public.

(e)
Alternate Members for Board of Review.

(1)
Adoption. Pursuant to Secs. 70.47(6m)(c) and 70.46(1), Wis. Stats., the Town Board hereby provides for the appointment of alternates to serve on the Board of Review in the event a standing board member of the Board of Review is removed or unable to serve for any reason.

(2)
Appointments. The Board of Review shall appoint alternates as needed.

Sec. 2-5-2

Police and Fire Commission.

(a)
Creation. There is hereby created a Board of Police and Fire Commissioners pursuant to Sec. 60.57, Wis. Stats.

(b)
Appointment; Term. The Board shall consist of five (5) members, all of whom shall be citizens of the Town of Madison. The Chairperson shall annually, except for the appointment of the initial Board, between the last Monday in April and the first Monday in May, appoint in writing to be filed with the Town Clerk and the Secretary of the Commission one (1) member for a term of five (5) years. No appointment shall be made which shall result in more than three (3) members of the Board belonging to the same political party. The five (5) members of the initial Board shall be appointed by the Chairperson respectively for such terms so that on the first Monday of May in each of the five (5) years next following the year in which they are appointed the term of one (1) member will expire.

(c)
Powers and Duties. The powers and duties of the Board of Police Commissioners shall be as set forth in Sections 60.57 and 62.13(2) to (5) and (7) to (12), Wis. Stats.

(d)
Internal Organization. The Commission shall perfect its own internal organization, adopt bylaws if appropriate, choose necessary officers annually from its members, and appoint such agents or employees necessary to carry out its function. It shall keep a record of its proceedings and shall make such report of its proceedings to the Town Board, as the Town Board may, from time to time, require.

(e)
Office Provided by Town Board. The Town Board shall provide proper space for the meetings of the Board of Police and Fire Commissioners and the keeping of its records. The Town Board shall also provide and furnish to the Commission such supplies and equipment that shall be required.

Sec. 2-5-3

Plan Committee.

(a)
Name. The Advisory Plan Committee for the Town of Madison shall be known as the “Town of Madison Plan Committee.”

(b)
How Constituted. The Advisory Plan Committee shall consist of five (5) members. One 

(1) member shall be the Town of Madison Director of Public Works, who shall serve as chairperson. One (1) member shall be the Town of Madison Building Inspector. One (1) member shall be the Town of Madison Fire Chief or in his/her absence an assistant Town of Madison Fire Chief. The final two (2) members shall be residents of the Town of Madison, appointed by a majority vote of the Town Board. The Advisory Plan Committee shall perform such duties as designated by the Town Board.

(c)
Secretary; Duties. The Committee shall elect one (1) of its members Secretary of the Committee. The Secretary shall keep a record of all the proceedings of the Committee and shall give to the members and others such notices as may from time to time be required.

(d)
Supplies. The Town Board shall provide suitable facilities where the maps, plans, documents and records of the Committee shall be kept, subject to public inspection at all reasonable hours, and under such reasonable regulations as it may prescribe.

(e)
Meetings.
(1)
The Committee shall hold monthly meetings as needed at the Madison Town Hall on such day and time as shall be determined by a majority vote of the Committee.

(2)
The Committee may hold special meetings and at such time and place as may from time to time be determined by a majority vote of the Committee pursuant to the expediency of the matters before said Committee.

(3)
Said meetings shall be open to the public, in compliance with the Wisconsin Open Meetings Law.

(4)
Town officials shall attend the meetings of said Plan Committee when requested.

(f)
Compensation.

(1)
The Town Board shall from time to time determine and fix the compensation to be paid the Committee members.

(2)
The Plan Committee, after obtaining approval from the Town Board as to the amount it shall be authorized to expend for each purpose, may employ experts to assist said Committee in the performance of its functions.

(g)
Matters Referred to Plan Committee.

(1)
All petitions for rezoning or subdivisions shall be referred by the Town Board to the Plan Committee. The Plan Committee shall consider same and make its recommendation to the Town Board with respect thereto after the referral to it by the Town Board. No real estate shall be rezoned in the Town of Madison unless such rezoning shall have been considered by the Plan Committee. The Plan Committee may hold hearings on any proposed change before submitting a final report to the Town Board.

(2)
In addition to all the items hereinbefore enumerated, the Town Board may refer to the Plan Committee for its recommendation or report any other matter related to Town planning, an official map, zoning, building code, inspections and permits, electrical, plumbing and heating code and inspection permits, streets, building lines or platting or subdividing of land.

Sec. 2-5-4

Civil Service Commission.

(a)
Creation. A Civil Service Commission is hereby established. The Commission shall 

consist of three (3) members appointed by the Town Board for a three (3) year term, staggered so that one (1) member is appointed each year. Each member of the Commission shall have three (3) or more years of professional work experience in personnel, labor relations or related fields. Each member of the Commission shall receive compensation at the maximum per diem rate authorized by law for Town Supervisors. Members of the Commission shall only be removed for just cause, by a two-thirds (⅔) vote of the Town Board and shall be entitled to a hearing prior to removal.

(b)
Duties of Commission. The Commission shall have the duties set forth in this Chapter. In addition, the Commission shall hear appeals from any Town Board action under this Chapter. Such appeals may be made by any party injured or aggrieved by the action of the Town Board, shall be made within ten (10) days of the Town Board action and shall be limited to whether the Town Board acted in compliance with this Chapter or any other relevant law or statute. The Commission shall hold a hearing within thirty (30) days of the filing of the appeal and shall either sustain or reverse the action of the Town Board.

Sec. 2-5-5

Park Commission.

(a)
Appointment; Term; Oath. The Town of Madison Park Commission shall consist of seven (7) members appointed by the Town Board in writing; such appointments shall be filed with the Town Clerk. The term of each member shall be the seven (7) years next following the first day of July of the year in which his appointment is made. and until the appointment and qualification of his successor, except that the first seven (7) members shall be appointed respectively for such terms that on the first day of July in each of the seven (7) years next following the year in which they are appointed the term of one (1) member will expire. After such original appointments one (1) Commissioner shall be appointed annually in the month of June to succeed the member whose term will expire on July 1 then next following. Each of the Commissioners shall take and file the official oath.

(b)
Powers of Park commission. The Town Park Commission shall have charge and supervision of all lands acquired by the Town for park or reservation purposes and shall have power:

(1)
To lay out, improve, maintain and govern all such parks and open spaces; to lay out, grade, construct improve and maintain highways, roads, parkways, boulevards and bridges therein or connecting the same with any other park or open spaces or with any municipality, using such methods and materials as it may deem expedient; to determine and prescribe building lines along the same; and to make rules for the regulation of the use and enjoyment thereof by the public;

(2)
To accept, in the name of the Town, grants, conveyances and devises of land and bequests and donations of money to be used for park purposes;

(3)
To acquire, in the name of the Town, by purchase, land contract, lease, condemnation or otherwise, with the approval and consent of the Town Board, such tracts of land or public ways as it may deem suitable for park purposes; but no land so acquired shall be disposed of by the Town without the consent of said Commission, and all moneys received for any such land or any materials so disposed of shall be paid into a Town park fund;

(4)
To exercise such further usual powers of such bodies not previously enumerated in this Section.

(c)
Report to Town Meeting. The commission shall make a thorough study of the Town with reference to making reservations of lands therein for public uses and laying out ample open spaces, parks, highways, roads and boulevards; make plans and maps of comprehen​sive Town highway and park systems; gather such information in relation thereto as it may deem expedient; and report the same to the Town Meeting within two (2) years from the date of its organization. The Commission shall make such other reports, from time to time, as may be requested by the Town Board or as the Commission deems appropriate.

(d)
Internal Organization. The Commission shall perfect its own internal organization, shall use a common seal, make bylaws and choose all necessary officers annually from its members. The Commission may also appoint such other agents and employees as may be necessary to carry out its functions and may remove them at pleasure and make all rules and regulations concerning its work.

(e)
Office Provided by Town Board. The Town Board shall provide suitable offices where the maps, plans, documents and records of the Commission shall be kept, subject to public inspection at all reasonable hours and under such reasonable regulations as it may prescribe.

Sec. 2-5-6

Annual Review of Commissions and Committees.

The Town Board shall annually review the status of every Town Commission or Committee at the Board's first regular meeting in May. Every such Commission or Committee shall be automatically abolished unless reauthorized by the Town Board.

Sec. 2-5-7

General Provisions Regarding Meetings and Public Notice.

(a)
Regular Meetings; Public Notice. Every Board, Committee and Commission created by or existing under the ordinances of the Town of Madison shall:

(1)
Schedule a date, time and place for its meetings;

(2)
Post, or when necessary publish, notice in or notify the official Town newspaper in advance of each such regular meeting of the date, time, and place thereof, in compli​ance with state law, thereof; and/or

(3)
Post, on the front door of the Town Hall, an agenda of the matters to be taken up at such meeting.

(b)
Form of Notice. Such notice shall set forth the time, date, place and subject matter of the meeting, including that intended for consideration at any contemplated closed session which may be authorized by law, and may be in the following form:

Notice to Members. Every member of any board, commission or committee of the Town of Madison shall be notified by the secretary thereof that a meeting is to be held, and the time and place of such meeting and the subject to be considered thereat. No member shall be intentionally excluded from any meeting by a failure to give proper notice or a reasonable attempt to give proper notice to such member.

(d)
Minutes to Be Kept. Every board, commission and committee shall keep a record of the minutes of its proceedings and shall cause a signed copy thereof to be filed by its secretary with the Town Clerk within one (1) week of the meeting date. The Town Clerk shall furnish a copy of all minutes filed with him to each member of the Town Board. All such minutes shall be public records.

(e)
Special Meetings. Nothing in Subsection (a) shall preclude the calling of a special meeting or dispensing with the publication of notice or such posting of the agenda, for good cause, but such special meetings shall nonetheless comply in all respects with the provisions of Sections 19.81 and 19.89, Wis. Stats
