Emergency Medical Service.

(a)
Establishment. This Chapter establishes an emergency medical service in the Town of Madison, Dane County, Wisconsin, to which is delegated the duty of providing emergency medical assistance to persons in the Town. As used in this Chapter, “emergency medical service” refers to voluntary and paid personnel and emergency medical service equipment maintained by the Town.

(b)
Organization.

(1)
The emergency medical service is a part of the Town of Madison Fire Department and is under the overall supervision of the Fire Chief.

(2)
In the absence of the Chief, the Assistant Fire Chief on duty shall have complete command over the operations of the emergency medical service.

(c)
Emergency Medical Service Association. This Chapter establishes an emergency medical services association in the Town of Madison. The association shall consist of persons approved for membership by the Fire Chief. The emergency medical service association shall elect a president at an annual meeting to be held on the second Thursday of December at the annual business meeting. It shall be the duty of the emergency medical services association president to preside over business meetings and training sessions of the association. The president shall also assist the Fire Chief in the development of the proposed emergency medical service budget and semi-annual reports to the Town Board.
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
