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Sec. 7-11-1

Purpose.

This Chapter is intended to establish minimum standards of conduct within the Dane County Exposition Center located in the Town of Madison so as to secure the maximum benefit of the facilities to the citizens of Dane County and Town of Madison.

Sec. 7-11-2

Definitions.

(a)
Center shall mean all land and rights thereto including water, improvements and personal property thereon which is designated as the Dane County Exposition Center and under the jurisdiction of the Dane County Exposition Center Commission.

(b)
Commission shall mean the Dane County Exposition Center Commission as designated in the Dane County Administrative Agencies and Procedures Ordinance and such agents as they may, from time to time, appoint.

(c)
Person shall mean any individual, firm, partnership, corporation or other association or group of individuals.

Sec. 7-11-3

General Standards of Conduct.

It shall be a violation of this Chapter for any person, while on or about the Exposition Center property:

(a)
To make use of the Center or any part of thereof, while part of an organized group, unless the prior express approval of the Commission has been obtained;

(b)
To gain access to or make use of any facilities without obtaining a ticket or paying a fee in situations where the obtaining of a ticket or the paying of a fee is required;

(c)
To dispose of refuse or litter, except m receptacles provided for that purpose;

(d)
To deface, damage or alter the appearance of any structure, property, sign or equipment;

(e)
To post any sign or notice without the express consent of the Commission;

(f)
To hunt, snare, trap or otherwise disturb any animals, birds or other wildlife;

(g)
To dig or remove any sod, trees, shrubs, flowers or foliage of any kind;

(h)
To bring upon the center any fermented malt, wine or alcoholic beverages of any kind, except as provided by the Dane County Code of Ordinances;

(i)
To wash animals, except at times and in locations specifically designated and posted for that purpose;

(j)
To-use mobile livestock trailers for stabling of animals;

(k)
To clean mobile livestock trailers or other conveyances on paved areas of the center,

(l)
To build fires at any location other than fire pits or grills;

(m)
To smoke in any area where “no smoking” signs are posted;

(n)
To let any animal run at large;

(o)
To throw stones, beverage containers or any other type of object capable of causing damage to property or injury to persons;

(p)
To possess or discharge any firearm or any other weapon or ammunition of any kind, except with the prior written consent of the Commission and/or Expo Management and prior consent of the Town Board as part of an organized show or exhibition. An organized show or exhibition is either a gun show, sport show or hunting show. All such shows and exhibitions must adhere to the following requirements:

(1)
All firearms must be examined by a police officer to insure that they are unloaded and inoperable.

(2)
A uniformed police officer will be at the main entrance of any show or exhibition to check all carry-in firearms. The uniformed police officer will insure that all such firearms are unloaded and inoperable.

(3)
All state, local and federal laws must be adhered to regarding the transfer of ownership of any firearm, ammunition or other weapon.

(4)
Firing of a firearm or use of any other weapon is strictly prohibited.

(5)
The handling of a firearm by a minor is prohibited.

(6)
The Town Board may authorize exceptions to the requirements of Subsection (p)(l), (2), (4) or (5) above.

(q)
To possess, use or dispense any controlled substance in violation of the Uniform Controlled Substances Act;

(r)
To be on the Exposition Center during times when the Center is closed, as posted;

(s)
To enter or remain in any building without foot coverings or to remove foot coverings while in any building at the Center;

(t)
To bring in the main Coliseum any bottle or other breakable, disposable container designed to hold food, beverage or other consumable commodity without the express prior consent of the Commission;

(u)
To promote, solicit, sell, barter or trade any commodity or item of monetary value, except that any admission ticket for any part of or event at the Exposition Center premises may be sold, bartered or traded for no more than the face value of the ticket; and

(v)
To possess alcoholic beverages of any kind other than those furnished by vendors operating under a lease with Dane County, except with the prior written consent of the Exposition Center Commission.

Sec. 7-11-4

Vehicle and Parking Regulations.

It shall be a violation of this Section for any person while on the Center property:

(a)
To, while operating a motor vehicle, exceed the speed of fifteen (15) miles per hour,

(b)
To operate a vehicle in such a manner as would, if done on a public street, constitute a violation of the motor vehicle code as specified in Title 8, Chapter 1, of this Code of Ordinances;

(c)
To park any vehicle at any location except those locations as are specifically designated as parking stalls, except with the express prior approval of the Commission;

(d)
Where lines or marks are drawn to indicate parking stalls, to park a vehicle in such a manner that the vehicle is not completely within a stall bordered by those lines or markers;

(e)
To park in any area posted as a fire lane;

(f)
To park on the Center grounds between the hours of 1:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m., except in areas designated for parking during those times and then only upon obtaining a special permit and paying the designated fee therefor;

(g)
To park in the vicinity of a loading or dock area, except for vehicles which are actually in the process of loading or unloading supplies, equipment or other merchandise.

Sec. 7-11-5

Enforcement.

(a)
The Exposition Center manager shall have the authority to request the corporation counsel to initiate legal action to enforce any provision specified in Section 7-11-3.

(b)
Section 7-11-4(c) through (g) of this Chapter should be enforced by methods set forth in Title 8, Chapter 1, of this Code of Ordinances.

(c)
The enforcement of Section 7-11-4(a) and (b) of this Chapter shall be by law enforcement personnel only and shall be in compliance with Title 8, Chapter 1, of this Code.

(d)
In addition to Subsection (a) above, any of the provisions specified in Section 7-11-3 may be enforced by law enforcement personnel.

Sec. 7-11-6

Authority of Center Personnel to Correct Deficiencies.

In addition to the penalties specified in Section 1-1-6, authorized Center personnel may take such action to reduce the inconvenience or danger caused by a violation or to prevent future violations, including, but not limited to, the removal of vehicles which are or persons who are engaging in conduct that is in violation of this Chapter.

Sec. 7-11-7

Damage to County or Town Property and

Injuries to County or Town Personnel.

When any violation of this Chapter results in damage to County or Town property or injuries to government employees, the person or persons who engaged in such violation shall be liable for the full amount of such damage or injuries in addition to the penalties specified in Section 1-1-6.
