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Sec. 10-3-1

Definitions.

(a)
Plumbing. Plumbing is hereby defined as follows:

(1)
As is stated in Sec. 145.01(l)(a), (c), (d) and (e), Wis. Stats.

(2)
The construction, connection to or alteration of any drain, soil or waste pipe to carry domestic sewage, storm water or industrial waste from a point three (3) feet outside of the foundation walls of any building to the sewer lateral at the curb or other disposal terminal including the private sewage disposal or treatment plant. This definition does not include minor repairs to faucets and the removal of stoppages in soil or waste pipes.

(3)
The water service piping from a building to the mains in the street, alley or other terminal and the connecting of domestic hot water storage tanks, water softeners, water heaters with the water supply system.

(4)
A plumbing and drainage system so designed and vent piping so installed as to keep the air within the system in free circulation and movement, and to prevent with a margin of safety unequal air, pressures of such force as might blow, siphon or affect trap seals or retard the discharge from plumbing fixtures, or permit sewer air to escape into the building.

(b)
Board. The Town of Madison Board.

(c)
Inspector. The regularly appointed plumbing inspector for the Town.

Sec. 10-3-2

State Plumbing Code Adopted; Plumbing Licensed.

(a)
State Plumbing Code Adopted. The provisions and regulations of Ch. 145, Wis. Stats., and Chs. COMM 81, COMM 82, COMM 83, COMM 84 and COMM 85, Wis. Adm. Code, are hereby made a part of this Chapter by reference and shall extend over and govern the installation of plumbing installed, altered or repaired in the Town. Any further amendments, revisions and modifications of said Wisconsin Statutes and Administrative Code provisions incorporated herein are intended to be made part of this Chapter.

(b)
Plumbing License Required.

(1)
No person shall engage in the business or work on the installation of plumbing, for compensation, in the Town unless licensed to do so by the Wisconsin Department of Commerce and qualified as competent as provided in Section 145.06, Wis. Stats.

(2)
Failure to present proof of qualifications as master plumber, journeyman plumber or apprentice plumber (junior or senior), upon request of the Inspector shall constitute a violation and shall be subject to a penalty.

(c)
Homeowner Exception. A permit will be granted to a home owner to personally install plumbing work in a single family residence owned and occupied by him/her as his/her home only, with the understanding that the same shall comply with the Town's plumbing regulations.

(d)
License Nontransferable. Licenses and permits are not transferable.

(e)
Insurance. A certificate of insurance stating value of comprehensive vehicle, comprehensive general and workmen's compensation liability will be filed with the Town Clerk before commencing work.

Sec. 10-3-3

Additional Plumbing Regulations.

(a)
Supplement to State Code. The following provisions are hereby adopted augmenting those set forth in the state plumbing code:

(1)
Sink Wastes. No sink waste shall be less than one and one-half (1½) inch inside diameter from the intersection of sink outlet and vent tee to grease trap and cleanouts shall be left available for mechanical cleaning in both directions.

(2)
Floor Drains. No floor drains in basements or below ground level shall be less than three (3) inches and shall be provided with a self-closing back water valve or a back water valve, readily accessible for servicing, and effectively prevent backflow of sewage.

(3)
Stack Increasers and Roof Flashings. Vent stacks less than four (4) inches shall be increased to four inches one foot (4” 1') before exposure to outside atmosphere and four (4) pound sheet lead flashing may be used. However, four (4) inch stacks shall be increased two (2) inches in diameter if the same flashing is used, but need not be increased if a copper or galvanized flashing with one-half (½) inch air space surrounding the stack is used, and providing the stack does not project more than 10 inches above the roof.

(4)
Prohibited Extensions. No clincher type flashings or naked pipe extension above the roof is permitted.

(b)
Required Systems.

(1)
Required Systems. Gas and electric water heaters-and -hot water storage tanks shall have a wheel handle stop or valve-on the ~o1d water inlet and-a sediment faucet at the lowest point in tank or pipe connection.

(2)
Relief Valve. A diaphragm relief valve, set at 150 lbs. with test lever, stamped with A.S.M.S. approval, shall be placed vertically, with drip pipe, between cold water inlet valve and tank. Said valve must be twelve (12) inches from the floor.

(3)
Five Connections. All gas heaters of any description shall have tight flue connections and installed as close to chimney as practicable; the gas supply pipe provided with sediment trap within foot of the thermostat or control valve. Gas pipes are to be of rigid screw thread. Permanent gas pressure on hose connections is strictly forbidden; said gas stop shall be four (4) feet above the floor.

Sec. 10-3-4

Duties and Powers of the Plumbing Inspector.

The Plumbing Inspector shall have control of the supervision and inspection of the plumbing, drainage and drainlaying, and shall faithfully enforce all laws, ordinances and rules in relation thereto. It shall be his/her duty to see that the construction, reconstruction and alterations of all plumbing, drainage and plumbing ventilation hereafter installed in all of the -buildings in the Town shall conform with the laws and ordinances and the rules established by the State of Wisconsin and the Town, and to make all required inspections.

Sec. 10-3-5

Plumbing Permits.

No plumbing, except repairing leaks or stoppage, shall be done in the Town of Madison until the required plumbing permit fee is paid and a permit has been issued by the Inspector. Application for a permit shall be made to the Inspector who may in addition require the filing of plans and specifications. Licensed master plumbers only may receive such permits, except a permit may be issued to a property owner to install plumbing in a single family residence which is owned and occupied by such owner as his/her home.

Sec. 10-3-6

Public Sewer Connection.

(a)
No person shall make any excavation in public streets or on public property for the purpose of making sewer connections to any public sewer or drain until the permits required by this Section have been secured from the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District. All applicants shall file a statement giving his/her name, name of his/her firm or corporation, whether he/she is a master plumber, and holds a state plumbing license, in the office of the Town Clerk.

(b)
The applicant shall carry worker's compensation insurance covering all his/her employees engaged upon work on the Town streets.

(c)
No permit shall be granted if it shall appear that the Town Board has found the applicant to have failed to observe the rules of the Town with respect to excavations and 

obstructions in streets and walks, or that he/she has violated any Town or state plumbing regulations.

(d)
For each original permit to connect with the public sewer system a sum set by the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District shall be paid to the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District for the use of the District. In addition, a fee to be determined by the Town Board shall be paid to the Town Treasurer, and the receipt therefore from the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District shall be presented to the Town Treasurer. This Subsection shall not prohibit the Town from letting a contract for the installation of the sewerage laterals and making other arrangements for repairing its street or easements.

(e)
The application shall state when the connection is to be made. If for any reason the licensed master plumber shall fail to make the connection at the time specified therein, then notice shall be given the Plumbing Inspector scheduling another time for doing the work and another permit must be obtained before work can be done.

Sec. 10-3-7

Grease Catch Basins.

(a)
Grease catch basins shall be installed wherever kitchen or other greasy wastes are discharged into a private housing drainage system. Grease catch basins shall not be required when wastes are discharged into the metropolitan sewer mains or into a public sanitary sewer system connected with the metropolitan sewer mains. For the average residence where a grease catch basin is required it shall be of twenty (20) inch salt glazed sewer pipe assembled as per detailed plan and specifications incorporated in this Chapter, for small restaurants the diameter shall be increased to twenty-four (24) inches, while for larger establishments the capacity and construction are subject to the approval of the Inspector.

(b)
Newly created apartments remote from practicable connection to the outdoor grease trap, shall install indoor grease interceptors subject to the approval of the inspector.

(c)
If for piping or constructional reasons, it is impractical or inadvisable to install a grease trap, the same may be omitted upon written permission from the Inspector.

Sec. 10-3-8

Authority to Enter Premises.

(a)
Whenever any work is ready for inspection, the Plumbing Inspector shall be notified by the plumber in charge or persons receiving the permit, specifying the plan or permit under which the work is being done. The Inspector shall notify the plumber in charge or the owner of the property at what time the inspection will be made and shall proceed at that time to make the inspection. Unless otherwise especially permitted by the inspector, all work, either plumbing or drain laying, shall be left uncovered for examination until examined and approved by the Inspector.

(b)
The plumber in charge or the owner shall make arrangements as will enable the Inspector to reach all parts of the building readily and shall have present the proper apparatus and appliances for making the tests and shall furnish all materials and shall perform all labor in making such tests as required by the Inspector.

(c)
The Inspector shall keep a record of all sewer connections -and of the location of the 

same and the position of all house drains, connections, junctions and other pertinent data.

(d)
The Plumbing Inspector and his/her authorized agents shall have the power and authority at all reasonable times, for any proper purpose, to enter upon any public or private premises and make inspections thereof, and to require production of the permit for any plumbing work, or to require license therefore. No person shall interfere with or refuse entrance to said Inspector while in the performance of his/her duties.

Sec. 10-3-9

Protection of Pipes from Frost.

All water, sewer, drain, gas, conduits or other piping must be protected from injury, frost or settling to the satisfaction of the Plumbing Inspector.

Sec. 10-3-10

Exclusion of Rain Water from Sanitary Sewers.

Rain and surface water shall be excluded from the sanitary sewers of the Town.

Sec. 10-3-11

Stoppage of Work; Defacing Notices; Penalties.

(a)
The Plumbing Inspector is authorized to order the stoppage of construction work in violation of the provisions of this Chapter. Each day of continued failure to comply with such order shall constitute a separate offense. Any person violating provisions of this Chapter shall be subject to the penalty provisions of Section 10-1-20.

(b)
It shall be unlawful to remove, conceal or deface notices or records of inspections posted by inspectors of the Town relative to the lawful fabrication of any building or its appurtenances in the process of construction or remodeling, before the final approval of the work performed. Any person violating this provision shall be subject to the penalties prescribed in this Chapter.

Sec. 10-3-12
Regulation of the Location of Wells and Sewage Disposal System Not Served by Public Sewer.

(a)
The Plumbing Inspector is designated as the official to enforce the provisions of this Chapter and of all other ordinances, laws and orders of the state which relate to wells and building construction of septic tanks and sewage disposal systems on lots not served by a public sewer. For these purposes, he/she shall have the right at all reasonable times to enter buildings and premises.

(b)
The location of wells and septic tanks and sewage disposal systems in respect to the relative l6cation of the same, to the building and premises and the lot upon which all of the same are located, shall conform to the rules governing subdivisions not served by public sewers, as established and promulgated by the Wisconsin Department of Commerce and Dane County, and the same are hereby adopted and by reference made a part of this Chapter as though herein specifically set forth at length.

(c)
The Plumbing Inspector shall approve of a plot plan to be submitted by the lot owner showing to scale of one (1) inch representing twenty (20) feet, the location of wells, septic tanks, grease traps and sewage disposal drainage bed; the same shall be in conformity with any preplanned locations as shown on the subdivisions plats wherein located.

(d)
On completion of the work on the premises and before such work is covered up, the person doing such work shall notify the Plumbing inspector. The Plumbing Inspector shall inspect the work and, when found to be in compliance with the foregoing rules, shall issue a certificate of compliance.

Sec. 10-3-13

Plumbing Permit Fee Schedule.

The fee schedule for plumbing permits shall be as established by resolution of the Town Board.
